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1. ARRIVAL

Depending on your arrival day and time, it may be a couple of days before we actually meet
you at the school for your first lesson.

But rest assured, you are not on your own. If you need anything please call the Oxford

Upon arrival at school you will be given a copy of our student handbook. This is available to
download online and we encourage all students to read this carefully before arrival.

Even if you are on a programme with afternoon lessons, please arrive at school at 8.45am
on your first day.

Students will start their course on a Monday (except for Bank Holidays). The first day starts at
9am. On arrival at the school, each student will be asked to complete an Oxford International
registration form to take a level placement test. After testing, there is a walking tour of
Oxford, to orientate students to the city and give them an opportunity to buy a bus pass. After
the tour, students will have time for lunch. Following lunch the students have an induction,
in which they are fully informed about the school and our policies, as well as receiving
presentations by the Principal, DoS, Student Services and Social Programme Coordinator.
Students who have booked a Full Day or Afternoon course will have classes in the afternoon.
All students who have booked a Morning course will begin lessons on the second day.

Please note our reception and school will open at 8.45am.
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2. GETTING TO OXFORD

Oxford is easily accessible from all London airports by train or coach.

Travelling from London Victoria Train Station: Walk to London Victoria Coach Station and
take a coach to Oxford from there.

Travelling from London Victoria Coach Station: Coaches to Oxford run every 15 minutes
during the day time and every hour at night and in the very early mornings. The journey time
is less than 2 hours and costs from £15 one way adult / £11 for students under 26 years old.

Travelling from Gatwick: Take the Airline coach to Oxford from either the South or the North
terminals. Buses run approximately every hour and the journey takes about 2 hours and 30
minutes. The fare is £28.

You can also take a train to Oxford from the airport. Take a train to Reading first and change
for a direct train to Oxford. The journey takes approximately 2 hours and the standard fare is
£23.

Travelling from Heathrow: The easiest way to get to Oxford is by coach; take the Airline coach
from Heathrow Central Bus station in Terminal 5. There is a coach to Oxford every half an
hour and the travel time is approximately 1 hour and 30 minutes. The standard fare is £23.

Travelling from Stansted: It is best to take a coach from the airport to Oxford. National
Express Coaches run every 2 and a half hours and take 3 hours 30 minutes to get to Oxford.
The standard fare is £22-£28 depending on time of travel and if tickets are booked in advance
or not.

Travelling from Luton: Take the National Express coach to Oxford. Coaches run every hour
and the journey time is from 2 to 3 hours depending on the route the coach takes. The fares
start from £14.
